

21st Century S.T.A.R. Afterschool Rules and Procedures   2009.2010   �    FUNDING: The S.T.A.R. program is funded through the 21st Century Community Learning Centers grant by the Michigan Department of Education.  Each year the academy applies for this highly competitive grant.  Attendance, demographics, academic progress, and parent involvement are reported each year to the U.S. Department of Education by our outside evaluators, Michigan State University.


PROGRAM GOALS:  1) To improve standardized test scores 2) To engage 75% of parent’s participation during special events.  3) To offer character development, mentorship, and hands-on engaging curriculum.4) to improve academic grades and increase the rate of homework completion.  


STAR PROGRAM DAYS:   The S.T.A.R. program takes place on Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday.  THERE IS NO PROGRAM ON MONDAY.

ATTENDANCE POLICY: Attendance is crucial to the success of the program.  Students absent from the program for 8 consecutive days will be automatically dropped from STAR.  A student on the wait list will then be added.


WAITLIST: Our current enrollment is 65 students.  Parents are to complete a waitlist form and return it to the STAR program mailbox in the main office.  Once a spot is available you will be notified immediately and your child will begin program the next day.


PROGRAM REGISTRATION FEE:  STAR will not be charging any fee for registration this session ( September-December 2009).


STUDENT SIGN OUT- 1) Pick up is at the front door 2) Only individuals on the emergency card (must be at least 18) will be allowed to pick up the student.  Phone permission will not be allowed.  


4) Students picked up after 6:00 will be charged $10.  5) All students must be signed out and accompany their parent/guardian.


DISCIPLINE POLICY:  STAR has a 3 strike policy.  Parents/guardians will be informed after each discipline referral.  Students will be dropped from the program on the 3rd referral.  Referrals are given for being disruptive, disrespectful, oppositional, or aggressive.  FIGHTING WILL RESULT IN IMMEDIATE REMOVAL FROM THE PROGRAM.


ACADEMICS:  Immediately following snack students work on homework completion, studying, and skill building.  Students without homework will work on building math skills with “Box Cars and One Jacks” hands on Math exercises in a game format.  Students with missing assignment during the day will not be allowed to participate in enrichment.  


ENRICHMENT:  Classes include Art, Culture, Smart Character Choices, Character Education, Gymnastics, Education City, Computer Technology, Hip Hop Songwriting, and Recharge Physical Fitness.  


FIELD TRIPS:  STAR students will attend 4 field trips during the 2009/2010 school year.  Permission slips must be signed and turned in 2 days prior to each field trip.  Students with any behavioral referral will not be permitted to attend
