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What is 21st Century STAR?
· The 21st Century Community Learning Centers (21st CCLC) grant program’s focus is to provide expanded academic enrichment opportunities for children attending high-priority schools.  Tutorial services and academic enrichment activities are designed to help students meet local and state academic standards in subjects such as reading and math.
· In addition, 21st CCLC programs provide youth development activities, drug and violence prevention programs, technology education programs, counseling, and character education to enhance the academic components of the program.

How is our Program Funded?

· West Village Academy STAR is funded by the 21st Century Community learning Centers Grant by the U.S. Department of Education.
· Currently…Michigan funds 90 grants, totaling 340 sites in 23 counties, serving more than 33,000 students in high-priority schools.

· In 2003 West Village Academy was one of 4 charter schools that applied for the 21st Century Community Learning Center Grant and was the only charter school site to receive 5 consecutive years of successful funding.

· In 2008 West Village Academy cohort 8 funding ended.  In June 2008, West Village Academy was 1 of 23 sites who received additional funding.  There were a total of 95 applicants.

Michigan’s Youth Soaring

    Michigan has developed a unique evaluation system that looks at improved academic and youth development outcomes.  The Michigan Department of Education and its local grantees partner with Michigan State University’s Community and Evaluation Research Center and the David P. Weikart Center for Youth Program Quality to accomplish this multifaceted evaluation model.

New Computer Check Out Procedure
